Maintenance of proper Registers/Records, etc., by the Registrar of Trade Unions

1. Under Section 8 of the Act, the Registrar of Trade Unions, on being satisfied that the applicant trade union has
compiled with all the requirements of this Act, in regard to registration, shall register the trade unions by entering in
8 Register, to be maintained in such form as may be prescribed, the particulars relating to the trade union contained in
the statement accompanying the application for registration. Accordingly, the Registrar of Trade Union is required

to maintain a *“Register of Trade Unions™ in the form prescribed in the respective State Regulations made under the
Act. -

2. The Registrar of Trade Unions should also maintain registers and records specially in respect of each ‘Return’
required by the Labour Bureau. Separate registers may be maintained in respect of Employers’ and Workmen’s trade
unions/federation of trade unions by Central/State Unions Private/Public (Central/State Spheres) Sectors and Industry-

wise (Section, Division, Group, Class of Industries). Such registers will facilitate the preparation of consolidated
returns.

Despatch of consolidated returns and anpual report in time

* The due date for the receipt of the Annual Reports on the working of the Act alongwith the five consolidate
return (i.e. Returns ‘A’, B, “C”, “D” and °E’) in the Labour Bureau is 30th September of the succeeding year.
It is of utmost importance that the Annual Reports and consolidated returns are furnished in time to avoid delays
in the presentation of results at all-Tndia level.
